Scope and Content
Series 12: Printed Materials dates from 1936-2013 and contains solo and group exhibition catalogues,  exhibition printed ephemera, press
kits, newspaper and magazine clippings, publications, travel guide books, and commercial artwork reproductions such as posters,
postcards, calendars.
Subseries 12A: Exhibitions, 1949–2013, measuring 33.3 linear feet, is comprised of 174 solo and 655 group exhibition catalogues,
announcements, checklists, fliers, press kits, and other printed ephemera for public distribution. Some catalogues are annotated, or pages
are sometimes flagged with a scrap of paper, by Frankenthaler or office/studio staff.
Subseries 12B: Clippings and Articles of Interest, 1936–2013, measuring 28.5 linear feet, contains the documentation of Frankenthaler's
career through reviews and features published in newspapers, magazines, and journals, as well as invitations, announcements, and other
printed ephemera. In addition to clippings related to Frankenthaler, there are "articles of interest," generally clipped by Frankenthaler or
office staff regarding friends, family, colleagues, art, obituaries, and other topics of interest. Some articles throughout this subseries are
annotated by Frankenthaler, Maureen St. Onge, friends and family, and others.
[CLOSED] Subseries 12C: Auction Catalogues contains catalogue pages featuring Frankenthaler artworks for auction clipped from auction
catalogues, as well as in a few cases, entire catalogues in which a Frankenthaler artwork was prominently highlighted. Many of the
clippings are annotated and/or include auction results.
[CLOSED] Subseries 12D: Publications are various publications and pamphlets primarily from art-related organizations, and travel
publications and museum guide books used by Frankenthaler on her trips. Art-related publications include printed materials from art
associations, art fairs, and art collections, museum annual reports, membership directories, and commercial catalogues which were
originally housed among Frankenthaler's archives, rather than her library. Often the publications are notated by Frankenthaler and/or
office/studio staff. Some types of materials found here, such as museum annual reports, can also be found in subseries 12B: Clippings.
Among the travel publications are museum guide books used by Frankenthaler on her trips dated from the 1950s-1970s, as well as
country and city guide books, and some exhibition brochures and catalogues which she likely brought back from her trips. Guide books
are often annotated by hand by Frankenthaler with her check system and notes. Additional guide books—generally city and country guide
books—are housed in the HF Library.
[CLOSED] Subseries 12E: Reproductions of Artwork contains published notecards, calendars, postcards, etc. featuring artwork by
Frankenthaler.
[CLOSED] Subseries 12F: Posters contains published posters featuring artwork by Frankenthaler.

Arrangement
This series is arranged as six subseries: Subseries 12A: Exhibitions; Subseries 12B: Clippings and Articles of Interest; Subseries 12C:
Auction Catalogues; Subseries 12D: Publications; Subseries 12E: Reproductions of Artwork; and, Subseries 12F: Posters.

Conditions Governing Access
Subseries 12C, 12D, 12E, and 12F are closed while during processing.

Subseries 12B: Clippings: Access binders containing photocopied materials are available for research. Use of original materials must be
requested due to fragility of the material.

Processing Information
Subseries 12A: Exhibitions: Solo and group exhibition catalogues were processed and arranged chronologically, according to original
order.
Subseries 12B: Clippings and Articles of Interest: Clippings were originally pasted onto acidic black construction paper, sleeved, and
housed in three-ring binders. During processing, pages from the binder were photocopied, sleeved in the original order, and placed in
acid-free binders for access. After access binders were created, clippings were removed from the acidic paper, if possible, and arranged
in chronological order in acid-free folders.
Articles of Interest clippings, primarily from box o178, were organized by topic during processing. A handful of Articles of Interest from
later years, marked "to file" and housed in numerous boxes, were integrated into this subseries.
As the Helen Frankenthaler papers continue to be processed, the finding aid for Series 12 will be updated.
